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TOWN OF BRECKENRIDGE ALLOWED SEED MIXES 

The seed mixes and standards below are the typical minimum requirements for disturbance within 
the Town of Breckenridge.  It is encouraged to utilize a landscape architect or other professional 
services on projects to analyze site specific conditions and create substitutions and modifications as 
needed. 

All disturbance within the Town of Breckenridge (unless being stabilized with pavement or other 
approved surfaces) shall be revegetated.  Minimum revegetation requirements include placement of 
topsoil, amendments, fertilizer, seed mix (per approved mixes below), mulch, and tackifier.  
Stabilization of soil and seed shall be installed through hydromulch, rolled erosion control blankets, 
straw mulch, or other approved stabilization method. 

Seed shall be drilled or raked into the top ¼ inch of soil.  Seed drilling shall be accomplished by 
mechanical landscape type drills.  The seed mix shall be a minimum of 95% pure live seed (PLS).  
The specified application shall be 80 pounds per acre broadcast or 20 pounds per acre drilled.  Seed 
mixes and topsoil shall be free of noxious weeds. 

The seed mixes below include four typical native seed mixes, one flower mix (high pollinator seed 
mix), and one riprarian seed mix.  The native seed mixes are the most common mixes used in Town.  
The flower mix is used in high visibility areas for aesthetics, near parks, or areas where the need for 
higher pollinators is preferred.  The riprarian mix may be used near floodplains, wetlands, and 
riprarian areas that receive above average moisture.  

Variations to the seed mixes listed below shall be submitted to Town of Breckenridge for review prior 
to use on a project.
